Top media trade body
Digital Content Next that
includes newspapers like
The New York Times and
The Washington Post has
joined the fight against
Apple for its unfair and al-
legedly anti-competitive
App Store policies.

Covid-19 has three
phases: the early or viral

The findings showed a
statistically significant de-
crease in hospital-related
deaths among the patients
who received the
tocilizumab.

A roughly 36 per cent
decrease in hospital-related
mortality among the ICU
patients who received the
drug, as compared with pa-
tients in the ICU who didn’t
receive it.

Importantly,itappeared
that higher levels of a blood
test marker of inflammation,
C-reactive protein, could
predict which ICU patients
might benefit most from the
tocilizumab therapy, poten-
tially allowing doctors to tai-
lor therapy to those mostin
need.

“These real-time find-
ings have helped to point us
the way forward,” the study
authors wrote.

Earlier this month, an-
other study published in the
International Journal of In-
fectious Diseases,found that
t patients experiencing se-
vere Covid-19 symptoms
had improved outcomes
when administered an
Interleukin-6 (IL6ri) inhibitor,
sarilumab or tocilizumab.

The amount sanctioned as last mile funding for
completion of 101 projects is likely to provide relief to
71,559 distressed home buyers.

Another tweet said that so far seven sites have ac-
tivated construction plans with material and man-
power.

The fund with a total corpus of Rs 25,000 crore was
created last year to help the last mile funding of stalled
housing projects, with the government infusing Rs
10,000 crore.

CBDT issues tax refunds of over Rs

88k cr since April

New Delhi,

The Central Board of Direct Taxes has said that it
has so far issued direct tax refunds of over Rs 88,652
crore to more than 24.64 lakh taxpayers in the current
financial year.

The total refund includes Income Tax refunds of
Rs 28,180 crore have beenissued in over 23 lakh cases
and corporate tax refunds of Rs 60,472 crore have been
issued in over 1.58 lakh cases.

“CBDT has, so far, issued refunds of over Rs 88,652
crore to more than 24.64 lakh taxpayers from April 1,
2020 onwards. Income tax refunds of Rs 28,180 crore
have been issued in 23,05,726 cases & corporate tax
refunds of Rs 60,472 crore have beenissuedin 1,58,280
cases,”the Income Tax Department said in a tweet on
Friday.

The Finance Ministry had earlier stated that in view
of the issues arising out of the pandemic, emphasis is
being given on releasing all refunds at the earliest
possible time period.

Mark Zuckerberg testifies before US
FTC in antitrust probe

San Francisco,

The US Federal Trade Commission (FTC) inter-

viewed Facebook CEO Mark Zuckerberg this week as

part of its anti-competition probe into the company,
news website Politico reported.

The testimony was conducted under oath over the
course of two days this week, said the report on Thurs-
day, citing unnamed people familiar with the matter.

While investigations by the FTC do not always lead
to filing of lawsuits, this testimony could help the
agency to build a case against the social networking
giant.

The FTC, which has been conducting the antitrust
probe into Facebook for over a year now, did not com-
ment on the report.

“We are committed to cooperating with the US
FederalTrade Commission’sinquiry and answering the
questions the Agency may have,”a Facebook spokes-
person told The Verge.

Samsung on Friday said its new flagship phablet
has been officially launched globally as the South Ko-
rean tech giant pins hopes on its latest device to drive
mobile business amid the pandemic.

The Galaxy Note 20 series has hit shelves in some
70 countries, including South Korea, the United States,
Britain and Thailand, according to Samsung.

The new mobile devices will be available in 130
countries by mid-September.

The Galaxy Note 20 series, which was unveiled
online Galaxy Unpacked event on Aug.5,comes in two
models — the standard Note 20 and the high-end
Note 20 Ultra.

Due to the pandemic, Samsung said launching
events and promotional activities will vary in each
country depending on virus situations, reports Yonhap
news agency. South Korean analysts expected sales
of the Note 20 series to be around 8 million units this
year,roughly 1 million units fewer than that of the Note
10 series.In India, Samsung said that the pre-registra-
tion for its ‘Make in India Galaxy Note20 smartphone
crossed more than 5 lakh this year,which is more than
